However, the Centre
stillemploys 23 people with a combined
experience of over 300 years.

Morris Minor body panels, started as a joint

The
factory, in Sri
Lanka, uses
traditional panel .
beating skills and #
employs local &=
people. It continues to supply the
centre's parts department and workshops. After
being damaged by a tsunamiin 2004 Charles Ware
helped pay for the rebuilding of the factory.

Series Il Minor cars and kits which incorporate
a brake servo, five-speed 'box, 1300cc engine,
modern upholstered seats and other tweaks.
